     g)  List of activities, honor award, 4-H and FFA major awards.


3.  The applicant can major in any field of study.


4.  Applicant must be finishing their sophomore year or higher when applying.  The 


     scholarship will apply to their junior year or higher.  It may also apply to post- 


     graduate study.  Applicants enrolled in a 2 year program at an accredited trade school
