WIAA

WIAA events are an intricate part of the Ambassador Program.

As part of the job description of the Washington State Dairy Ambassador the Ambassador will be working with the Dairy Ambassador Program Advisor and the Program Coordinator, a representative from the Dairy Products Commission and one from the WIAA.   She organizes and coordinates schedules for each event with the County Dairy ambassador Advisor.  She also works with the Dairy Ambassador Program Advisor to determine appropriate materials and handouts for the event and determines adequate delivery time of the items before the event.   She follows the procedures outlined in the Ambassador handbook, when ordering from the website.  

When attending the events the wardrobe guidelines are as follows:

· Got milk outfits

· Chino style khaki dress pants or Capri’s

· Got milk polo (black)

· Got Milk Vest (with white top with sleeves, optional)

· Got milk jacket

· Black all day comfort shoes
